e They haven’t consulted enough... they haven't listened

The BCA considers that all communities should work together to get solutions we need and want.
We might disagree on some things, but we all want the chance to participate, to influence the
process and to shape the outcome.

Saturday 28th February will be exactly one month from the NSW state election. Matt Kean MP
(Member for Hornsby) has accepted our invitation to attend the meeting, to address key issues
and to respond to questions from the floor. In particular, Matt will address the growing surge of
concerns river residents have over the development of Peat Island. Matt, during a recent visit to
the village, acknowledged the direct ramifications of the Peat Island development on Brooklyn
and the implications for Hornsby Council's Brooklyn Master Plan.

Hornsby Mayor, Steve Russell, and Ward A Councillors have been invited to the meeting, and
we hope their schedule allows them to attend.
