Co-Presidents’ Report

Greetings. With Muogamarra open and with Spring
around the corner, it is good to know we have survived
the winter cold so far and look forward to warmer
days. It must be Spring - The Cottage has a Spring
market on Sunday, 28 August, followed by the Spring
Fair at Brooklyn Oval opposite the School on Sunday,
25 September. Time to get a spring in your step!
Exhibition on the Hornsby Shire Council draft parking
report has commenced. Do you ever:

e Drive to Brooklyn's CBD for work at one of our
local business, a doctor's appointment, a take-
away, stop at a café or visit the pool for a swim

e Park at the station for an appointment in
Hornsby, to get to work or shops on a weekend

e Catch up with friends for a walk, lunch or coffee

and consider where you might park? If so, we need to
hear from you.

There was significant contention in the parking report
even going to the Council meeting on 10 August. The
community was concerned that the report, if endorsed,
would be implemented without meaningful
consultation. Many letters were written by river
residents to the Mayor and radio interviews given,
arguing the proposals should be deferred. On the
night, protests were held outside Council chambers.
The Council room was packed with river residents and
some Brooklyn residents, overflowing into a second
video-chamber. BCA Co-President, Robert Arnold,
addressed the Mayor and Councillors, urging them to
endorse the report as a DRAFT - so that it could be
released for consultation and potential amendment,
and for action, not the status quo. Dangar Island
League President, Stephen Boyle, and many river
residents spoke about the difficulties of any changes
to parking on the foreshore, arguing for deferral,
parking permits and rejecting the
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recommendations. The BCA believe the communities
had a win - Council unanimously endorsed the report
as a DRAFT to go on exhibition.

Thanks to the commitment of this Council to address
parking, the report is now out for exhibition and
consultation with the broader community. The letter
box drop providing inaccurate information (the 4P
flyer) can be binned. It’'s time for us to commence our
own consultation and develop alternative parking
plans.

See the article inside with a summary of key
recommendations and impacts from the draft report.
The impacts relate to several precincts on the east of
the railway bridge, and may affect residents on the
western side, so we encourage all residents to look at
the summary and speak up now.

In other news.....in May the BCA reported on Lower
McKell Stage 2 Foreshore Access improvements, and
provided a summary of its submission in the May
newsletter. The all-weather pathway connecting
Parsley Bay to the pool has been completed. The next
stage is the refurbishment of the amenities block, and
universal access to the baths with widened steps and
an accessible ramp. These developments have been
funded to comply with Australian Standards and the
Disability Discrimination Act and will ensure improved
access for all.

The BCA executive were saddened by the news of the
passing of one of our dedicated committee members,
Dr Charles Essery in June. An article detailing the
many and varied contributions of Charles is contained
in this Gateway. We offer our sincerest condolences to
Claire, Charles' wife.

Charles emigrated from Northern Ireland in the early
1990’s with his wife Claire, living in Brooklyn for the
past 20 or so years and had a strong interest in
community activities, his work and the broader political
environment.

He was most recently the Principal of Sustainable
Water Solutions, a passionate advocate for
environmental sustainability, a well-known academic,
and formerly in a senior leadership role in state
government, Sydney Water, as Chief Water and
Sewerage Engineer for NSW before launching his
consultancy in sustainable water cycle management.
He brought his knowledge and capacity to the work of
the BCA Committee in challenging the status quo and
offering robust argument and knowledge to issues like
the Peat Island redevelopment and most recently
workshopping parking challenges and opportunities in
Brooklyn. Prior to the Committee, Charles also served
on the Brooklyn Medical Centre Management
Committee for several years.

Volunteering is at the heart of what many in our
community do, offering their
intellect and their labour to
kicking the ball along knowing
that with all our efforts it
eventually reaches its goal.
Charles will be well
remembered as a vital and
passionate player and the BCA
and community are richer for
his contribution.

Brooklyn has 4 Community 24/7 Access
Defibrillators (AED’s).

The locations of these AED's are to be found at these
accessible locations:

1. Fenwicks Marina

2. Brooklyn Central

3. Anglers Rest Hotel, Brooklyn
4. Hawkesbury River Marina

An AED is used to help those experiencing a Cardiac
Arrest (the sudden, unexpected loss of Cardiac
function, breathing and consciousness). It's an easy-
to-use medical device that can analyse the heart's
rhythm and, if necessary, deliver an electrical shock,
or defibrillation, to help the heart re-establish an
effective rhythm.

Additional AED’s have been offered by:

e  The Brooklyn Soccer Club

e The Dragon Boat Club

e Bendigo Bank, Berowra has also donated
$3000 to install an AED in Lower Mc Kell Park

o The Hawkesbury River Yacht Club is donating
the funds for the installation of the Dragon
Boats Club AED in Parsley Bay

Hornsby Shire Council is in the process of locating
sites for the installation of these additional AED’s.
Further Free Training Sessions will be made available
in the future for those interested.

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Voices from the Past: Robert Buie
and the Red Baron

On 18 September [ =

Wind back the clock 25 years, however, and the
Cottage was the Lower Hawkesbury Rivers premier
Radio Station: Brooklyn 1001FM.

Brooklyn 1001FM was in tight competition with
Hornsby for a full transmitting licence.

This village is surrounded by high hills and limited radio
reception range.

Transmission reached Dangar Island, Little Wobby,
Mooney Mooney, Bar Point, Milsons Passage and
most parts of Brooklyn. Though the quality of the
broadcast content was incredibly high the quantity of
appreciative audiences was low; especially compared
to the numbers of potential listeners in the big smoke
of Hornsby. It was difficult on these metrics to justify a
full broadcasting licence.

To broaden the range, two fine, fit young members of
the station volunteered to climb the cliffs behind Little
Wobby to erect a transmission pole. They succeeded.
With cuts and bruises all over, they returned to the
station if a little worse for wear. Mission accomplished.
Their heroic effort’s increased the radio reach to
thankful listeners in Patonga, Pearl Beach, Woy Woy,
and parts of Gosford.

Still it wasn’t enough. The licence was lost to Hornsby.
Looking tearfully through a draw full of old radio
papers, | recently discovered an envelope containing
a cassette tape. The hand-written message on the
envelope said:

This tape contains the voice of Frank Wormald a 92
year World War 1 veteran delivering his eye witness
account of the downing of the German air ace “the
red baron” by Brooklyn oyster farmer and gunner Bob
Buie.

What a find! Without a tape player, | phoned a
technician in Normanhurst to restore the tape and
transfer the voice recording over to a CD.

“l recognise your voice”...said the technician...“Are
you Bob Davis?”

Excitedly anticipating he’d been a Brooklyn 1001FM
listener | responded: “YES!”

The technician went on: “You were MC at my
wedding reception at Asquith golf club many years
ago!”

“‘Ah! ...Yes.”

We now have this historically significant account to
present to our visitors on the 18 September 2022. A
parachute game has been added to the day’s events.
Its inclusion inspired by the German air force claim that
the Red Baron flew without a parachute.

Frank Wormald tells us that the first thing the allied
soldiers souvenired from the baron’s plane was his
chute. Allied soldiers then shredded the red fuselage
of the Fokker triplane into pieces. The plane was
stripped in minutes while German soldiers resisted
firing on the Allies for fear of hitting the baron were he
still alive. So popular were the souvenired strips of this
famous fuselage that fake copies were made and sold
in America.

Yet a small and genuine piece of the Red Baron's
plane exists in Brooklyn!

Extensive research into its pigment and thread
alignment has revealed it to be the real McCoy. The
fascinating story of its finding, the historic research and
proof of its provenance will be shared on the day.
Ariver tale of Bob Buie’s departure from this mortal coil
tells how he was found in his favourite place; his
boat...upstream and with an enormous fish still
hooked on his fishing line.

Whenever Australia’s most famous locomotive the
3801 comes through the village she pays tribute to
Brooklyn’s oyster farmer and gunner with a toot of
recognition and whistle of respect. Robert Buie's
Military service number was 3801.

In retelling this story to a sceptical military historian, he
quickly Googled Robert Buies military number before
asking: “What sort of fish was it?”

Marine Rescue Hawkesbury

Marine Rescue Hawkesbury joined forces with NSW
Police Force Marine Area Command, Westpac
Lifesaver Rescue Helicopter and Surf Life Saving
NSW this past July as part of a major marine capability
exercise designed to hone in on marine search and
rescue skills and cooperation between agencies.

Marine Rescue NSW had the second highest number
of rescues on record during the previous 12-month
period, with 3,905 rescues and 8,599 people delivered
safely to shore. The Hawkesbury Unit alone has
performed 70 rescues over the past 6 months, seeing
a total of 192 people being brought safely to shore and
6,144 volunteer hours being invested in the local
community.
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Our
involvement
with the local
community
includes
events such
as the
Hawkesbury
Canoe
Classic
which will
take place
this year on
29-30
October and
will be the
first  major
Hawkesbury
River event
since 2019.

The event will involve over 400 entrants paddling
111km from Windsor to Deerubbun Reserve in
Mooney Mooney; arriving from 2am onwards in the
early hours of Sunday morning. Marine Rescue
Hawkesbury has historically supported this event for
many years - providing a safety net for paddlers via
on-water checkpoints - and is proud to take part
again this year with the majority of funds raised going
to the Arrow Bone Marrow Transplant Foundation.

With more and more people coming out to enjoy
boating on our spectacular Hawkesbury River it is
more important than ever for Marine Rescue
Hawkesbury to remain a strong, well-resourced
emergency service standing ready to help when you
need us. As a not-for-profit organisation we still rely on
our volunteers’ committed community fundraising
efforts, government and community grants and
generous donors and sponsors.

Hawkesbury River Child Care
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Parking
Hornsby Council, at the meeting on 10 August 2022,
unanimously resolved that:

1. Council exhibit the draft Brooklyn Carparking
Management Plan as outlined in General
Manager’s Report No. GM24/22.

2. Council undertake consultation with the community,
including businesses ... for a period of eight weeks.

3. Council accept submissions already received ...
and consider them along with all other submissions
received during the exhibition period.

4. Council seek feedback from the community on a
preferred potential location for a leased car parking
area within Brooklyn.

5. Following the eight week exhibition period ... an
Informal Councillor Workshop be held to review and
consider community and stakeholder feedback
including any proposed changes and next steps.

6. The Informal Councillor Workshop is to also
consider how Council can support community
efforts to access other State Government owned
land around Brooklyn ... .

Prior to this resolution, speakers from affected areas
addressed the Council:

* Four speakers from Brooklyn

* Eleven speakers from Dangar Island

* Five speakers from Little Wobby

* One speaker from the Brooklyn Mooring Coop

Following the release of the General Manager’s
Report, and the subsequent resolution for the Report
to go on exhibition, the community has eight weeks to
critique the report and provide feedback on issues,
impacts and potential solutions to the Council.

* The BCA has held the first workshop for Brooklyn
Residents, with about 30 people attending.
Subsequent events will be held for residents.

*The BCA will hold interviews with Brooklyn
businesses, to identify their parking needs and
solutions.

* The outcomes will be consolidated into a draft
submission, for ratification prior to final submission.

» Council want collaboration between communities,
and preliminary outcomes may be canvased in a
shared position to Council. If we can identify
potential compromises, this will enable more
sustainable solutions for the longer term to be
proposed.

The BCA’s submission will incorporate a range of
options and potential solutions suggested by the
community, and will include a range of different
opinions. It is clear that Council react more positively
to individual submissions, and we encourage residents
to both contribute to the overall BCA submission, and
to make separate submissions on their own issues.

Attention river residents (on and off shore), apologies
for causing discomfort and distress with a cheeky
cartoon depiction of a bridge to Dangar Island with
foreshore carpark.

This image has recently been recycled into circulation
and represented no one else’s view but my own.

River folk may be relieved to read that these light-
hearted taunts at hypocrisy have been renounced and
satirical ways mended.

In a gesture of sincere goodwill and to build a
relationship bridge you are all cordially invited to join
(at the small cost of an e-bike ) our Brooklyn Outlaw E-
bike Gang: The Brothers In Ohms.

As peddle assist e-bike outlaws we say NO to tolls,
rego, green slips, insurance and petrol.

We do pay for a few cents of electrical charge with
further reduced costs for members who have solar
panels installed.

We say YES to whatever measures possible to reduce
carbon emissions and our environmental footprints.

The installation of a railway lift at Hawkesbury River
Station has extended our once short circuit and we
now venture anywhere in New South Wales that is
within 50 kilometres of a train station.

At days end the ride along the Parramatta River into
Sydney city via beautiful bridges is both scenic and
invigorating.

Equipping our e-bikes with saddle bags or baskets
makes shopping a pleasure. Woy Woy station at
10 minutes by train along one of the worlds' most
scenic rail routes make this a convenient and joyful
experience.

The freedom to wean off car dependency has been
due in large part to the good fortune of having adult
sons that reside car free in the city and elderly parents
who with a small car and carport have accessibility to
health services when required.

It is not for everyone though if you are thinking about
another car please consider an e-bike instead.
